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March Technical Session

The March Technical Session, hosted by Bob and Kim
Lariviere, was held at the Days Inn in Lansing on March
10th. About 45 attendees gathered to hear presenta-
tions, network and enjoy lunch. The meeting started
with Keith Ledbetter, the Director of Legislative Affairs
for Michigan Infrastructure and Transportation Associa-
tion (MITA), giving an update on the bridge to Canada
and Governor Snyder’s financial plans for this year. As
there are many issues on the governor’s plate right now,
transportation will not be addressed until the fall.

Pat Harrington, an Activist for Bicycling, talked about
“Valet Bike Parking for Special Events in Mid-Michigan”.
She started out talking about the need to make the com-
munity that we live a better place for all and to be physi-
cally active. In an effort to get more people walking and
biking to events, she is part of an organization that va-
lets bikes at about 20 events throughout the year in Mid-
Michigan. There typically is no fee, but a donation is ac-
cepted. The next upcoming event is June 4th in Lansing:
Be a Tourist in Your Own Town. It will be a great way
to participate in activities and attractions right in your
backyard. Also, the Great Lakes Folk Festival at Michigan
State University is coming up in August. Last year, over
200 bikes were valet parked in a secure area. Be on the
lookout for upcoming events and why not bike the next
time you go!

Charles Hart, Senior Project Engineer for Hubbell, Roth
& Clark, Inc., took the opportunity to share his project
“U of M Transit Center and Street Re-Design and Con-
struction”. This project is located on North University
Avenue in the central campus of the University of Michi-
gan and is being coordinated with the City of Ann Arbor.
The overall scope of the project was to improve safety,
capacity and ADA accessibility while creating an attrac-
tive multi-modal area for all. There was also water main
and sewer work. The area is heavily traveled by stu-
dents that are walking, biking and using the bus system.
The project was on a very tight schedule, it could not
start until students were out of school in May. The road
had to be open for Art Fair traffic in July and completed
by September, when the students returned to school.
As with any project, there were delays and issues that
arose, but in the end the area now looks great. New bus
stop shelters were erected with improved technology to
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inform students of bus schedules. New bike racks, brick
pavers and greenery were also installed. The next time
you are in Ann Arbor, stop by and see this new and im-
proved area.

Arnold Weinfeld, Director of Strategic Initiatives and
Federal Affairs of the Michigan Municipal League dis-
cussed “Complete Streets — Municipalities’ Opportunity
for the Future”. Arnold talked about how congestion
may actually be a good thing. Traffic slows down and
may create a safe environment for all. Complete streets
is a great training tool for planners and engineers to look
around the areas in which they live to plan and create a
community were residents want to work, live and play.
This legislation is suggesting that as a community de-
signs projects to look at traffic calming, bike lanes, bike
paths, sidewalks, etc. Michigan needs to look at ways to
be more multi-modal and this is a good place to start by
trying to do projects differently.

Andy Kilpatrick, Transportation Engineer for the City of
Lansing, showed us “Lansing’s Complete Streets Experi-
ence”. The city of Lansing has been very active in stud-
ies and traffic calming since the mid 1990’s. Some of
the traffic calming devices installed in the city include
raised medians, traffic circles, speed humps, and raised
crosswalks. In 2009, the city passed a complete streets
ordinance. The city was also designated a bicycle
friendly community in 2010. To the extent feasible, the
city is setting a goal of designating 5 percent of funding
in projects to have walk and bike friendly infrastructure.
Projects are designed and planned to enable safe access
for all users. While the majority of traffic is on the main
street, using parallel streets with multi-modes and still
forming a network is a good way for users to get around
the community. The key to a successful complete streets
project is getting all stakeholders involved. Starting two
years in advance of a project, the city involves public of-
ficials, residents, transit, etc. to start talking about the
design and needs of the project. The next time you are
in Lansing, bike or drive around and see some of these
improvements.

Jesse Ball from the MDOT Office of Communications
filled us in on “MDOT’s use of Social Networks to Com-
municate Project News”. As with most public agencies,

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MDOT’s website is filled with useful information on con-
struction projects, forms, and details. Starting in 2009,
however, MDOT started to get involved in more ways to
get the public up to speed on traffic alerts and construc-
tion information. When the bridge came down at 9 Mile
and I-75 in July of 2009, MDOT went full speed ahead
on getting the word out about detours through YouTube
and Facebook. In a matter of minutes, the drivers could
find out how to get around and how long closures would
occur. Now, with a staff of seven that provide this in-
formation, MDOT can better inform the public about

projects that are happening all over the state. Besides
YouTube and Facebook, you can now follow MDOT on
Twitter. Not only is MDOT providing information, but
these outlets are also a way for MDOT to get feedback
from the motorist, both good and bad. So the next time
you are faced with the orange barrels, be sure to check
out your traffic alerts from MDOT before you go.

ITE Michigan Section Student Paper Winners for 2011

Congratulations to Brendan Russo from Wayne State
University (WSU) for winning the 2011 ITE Michigan
Section Student Paper Award! As winner, Brendan re-
ceived a $500 award. The abstract of his winning paper
is shown below.

Analysis of Severity and Frequency of Michigan
Highway-Rail Grade Collisions

A highway-railroad grade crossing is an intersection in
which a roadway crosses a railroad track at the same
grade, introducing the potential for a collision between
a highway vehicle and a train. Although these collisions
are relatively rare events, they are often severe when
they do occur. Highway vehicle users are at an espe-
cially high risk for injuries and fatalities during these
collisions. To analyze factors that affect both the sever-
ity and frequency of these crashes, two different mod-
els were developed utilizing data obtained from two
databases maintained by the Federal Railroad Admin-
istration (FRA). An ordered logistic model was used to
analyze factors that affect the severity of a crash. Statis-
tically significant findings from this model were: faster
train speeds increase the likelihood of injuries and fa-
talities, older drivers and female drivers are more likely

to be injured or killed, and motorists who did not stop
at crossings are more likely to be injured or killed than
those who stopped and proceeded or stopped and drove
around the gates. A negative binomial model was used to
analyze factors that affect the frequency of collisions at
any given crossing. Statistically significant factors found
to increase the frequency of collisions were higher train
speed limits, larger number of traffic lanes, higher an-
nual average daily traffic (AADT), higher daily train
volumes, presence of preemption, and crossing angles
greater than 60 degrees. Factors found to decrease the
frequency of collisions were presence of warning gates
and crossings located in a residential area.

Mr. Wunderlich’s presentation began by defining trans-
portation engineering as a people science; predicting,
influencing, changing and evaluating human behavior
with the aim of making a difference. He pointed out his
own career background, which began as a researcher,
and used it to discuss the roles and responsibilities of
the many positions he held in the various subdivisions
of transportation engineering.

Students then learned that the problems faced by pro-
fessional transportation engineers are not as simple as
the one paragraph problems found on final exams, and
neither are their solutions. Mr. Wunderlich discussed
the numerous factors that have to be addressed when
tackling a transportation problem and emphasized con-
tinuous education, knowing community goals, and col-
laborating with stakeholders as keys to success.

Finally, Mr. Wunderlich talked about ITE’s role in im-
proving professional practice through conferences, we-
binars, publications, on-line resources, certifications,
and most importantly professional friendships and the
sharing of knowledge.

Complete Streets Concepts & Performance Measures

A large and attentive audience enjoyed an excellent
presentation on Complete Streets Concepts and Perfor-
mance Measures by Michael Moule, P.E., PTOE, a Prin-
cipal with Nelson|Nygaard Consulting Associates, who
was representing the National Complete Streets Coali-
tion.

Mr. Moule stated Complete Streets is a Transformative
Movement because of a faltering national economy, in-
creasing gas prices, the obesity epidemic, a growing
awareness of quality of life, a concern for climate change
and sustainability, and a new generation who wants to

drive less.

Complete Streets are about providing safe, comfortable
and convenient travel via auto, foot, bicycle and transit,
are about using existing resources differently (mean-
ing additional funding may not be needed), and are
wise investments that enhance the community. He cited
surveys that indicate what Americans want to have, i.e.
Bike/Walk - 22%, Public Transit - 41%, and More Roads
- 37%. This modal preference is not reflected at levels
presently being budgeted: Bike/Walk -1%, Public Tran-
sit - 20%, and More Roads - 79%.

The presentation was not a lecture, as Mr. Moule kept
the audience totally involved by frequently stopping
his presentation to ask the audience questions, such as
What do you think?, or What's your experience? Do you
have examples you could share with us?
